The elementary school at Luis Garcia is currently attended by almost 400 children, a number far exceeding the practical capacity of the five existing classrooms. The tin roofs of the current school buildings prevent holding classes during rainstorms or hot weather (due to the resulting noise and

In 1998, Hurricane Mitch devastated Honduras, destroying thousands of homes and leaving 14,000 people dead or missing. Luis Garcia was settled about 16 miles south of San Pedro Sula (the second largest city in Honduras) by a community

refugees

The population consists largely of factory workers and their families. Though they are very poor, Luis Garcian
s are ambitious, hardworking, and
